ship, and comply with the
corresponding postal rates. If the
vessel was in port, the postage
must be paid with stamps of the
country where the vessel was
located. Stamps from the vessel's
last port of call were usually also
accepted.

The cover shown was written on
15/9/38 and was mailed in
Freetown, Sierra Leone, on the

same day, hence the Sierra Leone

2d stamp, presumably covering
the preferential Empire rate. The
cover, which has a boxed stamp
POSTED ON STEAMER, is from

the Elder Dempster Lines, which
operated a service from Liverpool,
England, to West Africa. The
